failed to provide written disclosures to the escrow parties in the subject transactions concerning the
relationship between JD ESCROW, INC.'s escrow officer, president, and owner, Julie Hanh Dao
("Ms. Dao™), and the selling/listing broker, Khanh Dao, Ms. Dao's brother, in violation of California

Code of Regulations, title 10, section 1740.1.
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NOW, BASED UPON THE FOREGOING, AND GOOD CAUSE APPEARING, it is hereby
ORDERED under the provisions of sections 17603 and 17604 of the Financial Code, that JD
ESCROW, INC. immediately discontinue the unsafe or injurious practices set forth above.
