The form is 
available in a downloadable Excel format (Excel 2010 or later) and must be 
uploaded to the DBO’s website when completed.  In order to upload and file 
the report, licensees must log in to the self-service portal using their username 
and password.

Drought Update: Urban Conservation Drops 
Sharply 
  
January brought disappointing results in California’s effort to 
fight the state’s four-year drought.  Urban water use in 
January dropped by 9 percent from the same month in 
2014, down from a 22 percent year-over-year savings rate in 
December, according to a Mar. 3 report from the State 
Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB). 
 
SWRCB Chairwoman Felicia Marcus called the latest monthly numbers “a 
disappointment, but not a surprise considering how dry January was.”  The 
SWRCB on Mar. 17 will consider extending emergency regulations to encourage 
conservation, originally adopted in July 2014.
